The goal of the “Pump Out, Don’t Dump Out!” Boater Education and Pump-out Program is to protect the environment by reducing the potential for any boat sewage discharges into Virginia Beach watersheds.  The free pump-outs are sponsored by the Boater Education Program, a cooperative venture between the City of Virginia Beach, the Hampton Roads Sanitation District (HRSD), the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service/Sport Fish and Wildlife Restoration, and the Virginia Department of Health.

Boaters may call HRSD at 460-4253 and leave a message with their name, phone number and boat location.  An HRSD crew member will arrange a weekend appointment for the service to collect and transfer the on-board sanitary waste to a wastewater treatment plant.
